What is the CTE EMIS Graduate (G) Performance Indicators Comma Separated Value (CSV) File?

This FY2011 Graduate (G) CSV file contains student-level data values used in the CTE accountability calculations displayed in the FY2011 EMIS Graduate (G) CTE Performance Indicators Report. Data values are separated by a comma to denote the end of one data value and the start of a new one. For example, if you were to take the Statewide Student Identifier Element, Legal District of Residence IRN Element, and the How Received IRN Element and convert them into a CSV file, it would look like this:

AB0123456,043333,044444

When the CSV file is imported into Excel, this string of comma separated values would be split into corresponding columns:

TIP: When importing data from a CSV file containing a numerical value that starts with a zero, like an IRN, it is important to import that type of data element as text and not a number in Excel. If imported as a numerical value, the leading zero(s) will be removed.

How could the CSV file be useful to a school district when exported into Excel?

CTE EMIS reports should be monitored while a data reporting period is open. The CSV Excel file can easily be sorted, and can help school districts determine which students are not accurately reported, and corrections can be made.

CTE EMIS reports should be reviewed after a data reporting period closes.  The CSV Excel file can easily be sorted, and can help school districts determine which and how students were included in the different calculations.

The table on pages 2-3 contains the Excel file header label and a brief explanation of that data, as provided by the Ohio Department of Education.

NOTE:  When the CSV file is imported into an Excel file by the Information Technology Center (ITC) or school district, student names and other student details should be added to the Excel file.
