THE SCIENCE OF READING

* “Science of Reading” means an interdisciplinary body of scientific evidence that:

* (a) informs how students learn to read and write proficiently;
* (b) explains why some students have difficulty with reading and writing;

* (c)indicatesthat all students benefit from explicit and systematicinstructionin
phonemic awareness, phonics, vocabulary, fluency, comprehension, and writing to
become effective readers;

* (d) does not rely on any model of teaching students to read based on meaning,
structure and syntax, and visual cues, including a three-cueing approach.
