In the United States the federal government estimates that 14% of the adult population is below basic and unable to perform functional reading tasks.
Another 29% are at basic but below intermediate.
Only 13% are classified as proficient
The two lowest groups do not read with fluency accuracy and comprehension necessary to decipher newspapers, health guidelines, schedules or manuals.

The federally funded NO Child Left Behind Act of 2001 enumerated essential components of reading instruction based on the Report of the National Reading Panel.

Since then the five essential components of reading have served to organize programs of instruction, assessment programs, and teacher education requirements.

These components are now found in all core, comprehensive reading programs by major publishers.



Findings of the National Early Literacy Panel

Six variables representing early literacy skills had medium to large predictive relationships with later
measures of literacy development. These six variables include:

1.Alphabet knowledge (AK): knowledge of the names and sounds associated with printed letters
2.Phonological awareness (PA): the ability to detect, manipulate, or analyze the auditory aspects of spoken
language (including the ability to distinguish or segment words, syllables, or phonemes), independent of
meaning
3.Rapid automatic naming (RAN) of letters or digits: the ability to rapidly name a sequence of random letters
or digits.

RAN of objects or colors: the ability to rapidly name a sequence of repeating random sets of pictures of
objects (e.g., “car,” “tree,” “house,” “man”) or colors

Writing or writing name: the ability to write letters in isolation on request or to write one’s own name
6.Phonological memory: the ability to remember spoken information for a short period of time

Necessary for learning the alphabetic code
Predicts later outcomes in reading and spelling
Phonemic awareness weaknesses are common in poor readers and spellers

Direct instruction in phonemic awareness benefits novice readers and spellers.  
For older readers, you aren’t tapping out cvc words, but to spell catastrophic, you can break it into syllables and then identify the sounds.  
The national reading panel concluded that teaching children to manipulate phonemes prior to phonics instruction made for more successful understanding of phonics and sight words.  This is why it is its own early literacy skill.

The Job of the Phonological Processor

e Thephonological processor has many jobs, all of
them related to the perception, memory, and
production of speech.

e Phonemeawarenessis one job of the phonological
processor.

e Children who have trouble with phonological
processing show a variety of symptoms, such as
difficulty remembering sounds for letters or
blending them together, difficulty recognizing
the subtle differences between similar words, and
trouble spelling all the speech soundsin aword.

The Job of the Phonological Processor
This processing system enables us to perceive, remember, interpret, and produce the speech-sound system of our own language and learn the sounds of other languages. 
The phonological processor enables us to imitate and produce prosody, or the stress patterns, in speech, including the rise and fall of the voice during phrasing. 
It is responsible for such functions as:
Mentally categorizing and identifying the phonemes in a
language system;
Producing the speech sounds and syllable sequences in words;
Comparing and distinguishing words that sound similar
(e.g., reintegrate vs. reiterate);
Remembering and repeating the words in a phrase or the
sounds in a word;
Retrieving specific words from the mental dictionary (lexicon)
and pronouncing them;
Holding the sounds of a word in memory so that a word can  be
written down; and
Taking apart the sounds in a word so that they can be matched
with alphabetic symbols.

Phonological Awareness Hints

e Syllablesare easier than soundsin words.

e Say each syllable or sound in 1-second intervals. D ecrease the
timeinterval to make the task easier asneeded.

e Say only the soundsof individual lettersin the word (e.g., say
/d/ law/ /g/,not “d” “0” “g” or /da/ / 6/ /gal).

e Beginning soundsare easier to isolate than ending sounds;
middle soundsare the hardest to isolate.

e Consonant clusters/blendsare more difficult.

The Importance of Nursery Rhymes AR

chidren and their future success in reading and spelling

Research shows that chidren who have memorized nursery rhymes
become better readers because they develop an early sensitivity to the
sounds ofthe language. (Marie Clay)

Every culture has its own “nursery rhymes:or “out-loud culture.”
(Nellie Edge, 2012)

Memorizing nursery rhymes effortlessly plants the grammaticalstructure
(or syntax)oflanguage in the child’s long-term memory. This accelerates
both language and literacy development. (Nellie Edge, 2012)
