Testing 

Take both of the following: 

• A national college admissions test 
(the ACT or SAT); AND 

• The seven end-of-course exams. 

No requirement. Take one of the following: 

• A national college admissions test (the ACT or 
SAT) and the seven end-of-course exams; OR 

• An alternative test, if the school elects to 
administer such a test. 

Take one of the following: 

• A national college admissions test (the ACT or 
SAT) and the seven end-of-course exams; OR 

• Only the ACT or SAT, if the school publishes 
aggregate test results for the class on the school’s 
website;2 OR 

• An alternative test, if the school elects to 
administer such a test. 

Graduation 

In addition to meeting the curriculum 
requirements of the student’s high 
school, complete one of the following: 

• Accumulate 18 points based on 
scores on the seven end-of-course 
exams; OR 

• Earn a remediation-free score on 
the ACT or SAT; OR 

• Earn an industry-recognized 
credential and achieve a 
workforce-readiness score on the 
WorkKeys test. 

 
Note: A student also may qualify for 
graduation by meeting the graduation 
requirements for the Classes of 2023 
and later.

Meet curriculum requirements of the 
student’s high school. 

In addition to meeting the curriculum requirements 
of the student’s high school, complete one of the 
following: 

• Accumulate 18 points based on scores on the 
seven end-of-course exams; OR 

• Earn a remediation-free score on the ACT or 
SAT; OR 

• Earn an industry-recognized credential and 
achieve a workforce-readiness score on the 
WorkKeys test; OR 

• Earn a passing score on an alternative test, if 
the school elects to administer such a test.1

2 When publishing test results, the school must include overall composite scores, mean scores, 25th percentile scores, and 75th percentile scores for each subject area.
