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In this report, the test statistics are shown with only the non-disabled students included to more closely match calcula-
tions from previous years. Ohio’s new accountability system counts all tested students when determining the designa-
tions for schools, including students with disabilities. The number of indicators met and the performance index score
shown below do not impact the school’s designation but does allow comparison of a district’s progress over time.
