Glossary:

Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP): The federal mandate that holds schools accountable for the performance of subgroups, as
well as all students. The goal is to have 100% of all students at and above proficient by 2013—14 in reading and math.

NC: Not Calculated. Based on federal and state privacy laws, NC is used when there are fewer than 10 members in a
subgroup to protect the identity of those individuals. Data is received on all students. All students are included in the
report of overall proficiency levels for the school and district.

NR: Not Required for AYP due to subgroup size below minimum number for statistical reliability. 30 is minimum for all
student groups, except for student with disabilities the minimum is 45.

Performance Index Score: Your number is determined by a weighted average of performance levels (basic, below basic,
proficient, and advanced) across each subject and each tested grade. The Performance Index is on a scale of 0 to 120
points and 100 is the goal.
